Violinist Danny Koo has been one of the most sought-after violinists and most exciting musicians on
the classical music scene, known for his passionate musicianship, and adventurous projects. He
connects with audiences with the breathtaking array of colors he draws from his instrument. He has
performed across the globe in a variety of genres as a classical soloist, recitalist, chamber music to
jazz, and pop.

Orchestra, National Orchestra of Korea, Mostly Philharmonic, Coop Orchestra, Seoul Virtuosi,
Orchestra the Original, Rockport Chamber Music, Seoul Spring Festival, Gyeonggi Chamber Music
Festival, solo concert and recital at the coveted Lotte Concert Hall in Seoul.

Highlights of the 2023 season include concerts with the Busan Philharmonic Orchestra, Changwon
Philharmonic Orchestra, Ditto Orchestra, National Orchestra of Korea, Virtuosi, Orchestra the Original,
Rockport Chamber Music, Seoul Spring Festival, Changwon Chamber Music Festival, and Seoul Jazz
Festival, Gangdong Art Center’'s 5-concert series, and a 10-concert series he is co-producing in Lotte
Concert Hall called ‘Credia Classic Club’, and Visiting Artist in Residence at the Royal Conservatory of
Music.

A lover of chamber music, He has collaborated with celebrated classical artists such as: Gidon Kremer,
Pieter Wispelwey, Philippe Graffin, Emanuel Ax, Johannes Moser, Jaime Laredo, Brentano Quartet,
SLSQ, and Cleveland Quartet.

Appointed MC in 2022 of Korea’s most historic classical TV show, MBC TV Art Show, Danny is highly
sought after in Korean media. He has made recent appearances on JTBC ‘Superband’, MBC ‘Masked
Singer’, JTBC ‘Classic Today’, Mnet ‘Classic Dominant’, Arirang ‘Heart to Heart’, MBC ‘PoPoPo’, EBS
‘Music Box/, etc...

Radio being a bucket list passion for Danny, he has has been a host and guest on TBS eFM,
MBC eFM, KBS eFM, EBS eFM, etc...

Danny Koo is a leader in Korea in bringing wider audiences to the world of classical music and has
been Pinkfong (Baby Shark)'s ‘classical guide’ from 2018 till the present through media as well as
creating a ‘classical musical’ with the sole mission of making classical music more ‘fun &amp;
accessible’ to kids of all ages.

As a speaker, He has given many lectures in Korea including Lotte Mall, COEX Starfield Library, and
abroad, hosting two TED talks: “The Power of Classical Music” &amp; “The Magic of Bach”.

After successfully completing his first solo concert <Home again> at Lotte Concert Hall in December,
he released Warner Music debut album <Home> in February.
In November 2022, he released his second classic album <CONNECTED> and successfully completed
a solo recital at Lotte Concert Hall.

Born in Chicago in 1991, He started playing the violin at the age of 6. He became the last pupil of the
legendary Helen Kwalwasser and received his Bachelors and Masters at the New England
Conservatory under the mentorship of Donald Weilerstein and Soovin Kim.

Danny Koo is currently based in Seoul and plays on the c. 1902 Vincenzo Postiglione.
